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ROBERT HERMAN HOLLAND, JR., age 94, was born to the late Robert Herman Holland, Sr., and Louise Nobles Holland, on December 10, 1926. He attended Cochran High School where he was an outstanding basketball player. He learned the game of football by going to Hawkinsville High School and practicing with the team. He was drafted into the U.S. Army after his junior year in May of 1945.
When discharged from the Army, he returned to Cochran and entered Middle Georgia College, playing basketball and graduating in1948. He then taught and coached basketball at Lyerly, Georgia, for one year. In19511 he received a B.S. in Education from the University of Georgia. Through the years he also received a Master of Education (1955) and a Doctorate in Education (1972) from the University of Georgia.
Before beginning an outstanding football coaching career in Monticello, he coached and taught in Warrenton and Social Circle. In1954, Holland was Assistant Coach, and the Hurricanes finished the season with a 9-1 record, the next year was even better, ending with a State Title.  In 19561   Holland was named Head Football Coach, and the Hurricanes went unbeaten and untied all the way to the school's second consecutive State Title. Over his eleven years as Head Coach, Monticello, won eighty-six games, nine region Championships, and was the State runner-up four times. During Holland's years with the Monticello Hurricanes, he was selected Coach of the Year by the Georgia Athletic Coaches Association seven times and was chosen Coach of the Year by the Atlanta and Athens Touchdown Clubs. Many young men's lives were affected by the coaching and guidance of Bobby Holland during those years.
In 19671 the legendary coach retired from coaching and returned to Middle Georgia College in Cochran where he was Dean of Men, P.E., Department Chair, and Chair of the Student Social Activities Committee. In 1980, he retired from public education as Principal of Canton Elementary School in Canton, Georgia.

Holland was preceded in death by his brother, William Andrew Holland (Billy), of Cochran. He is survived by a daughter, Mary Lou Jordan (Jimmy) of Monticello; a granddaughter, Jessalyn Alexander (Jason) of Sandersville; a grandson, Nathaniel Glover Jordan (Heather) of Atlanta; three great- granddaughters, Mary Preston and Anna Frances Alexander of Sandersville; and

Naomi Thi Jordan of Atlanta. It was visits from his family and especially these three great-granddaughters that brought him the most joy in his later years.
